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       Core Values
1. We believe in God’s sole and sovereign ownership of the ministry.
2. We have God’s Kingdom mindset so we are international in scope, interdenominational in outreach, interracial in leadership, and multilingual in ministry. 

3. We believe in the divinely inspired, infallible Word of God, the teaching and practical application of which transforms lives.

4. We believe in the power of prayer.

a. For corporate and private worship

b. For complete dependence on the triune God for direction, provision and protection in every aspect of the ministry—for materials, for man-power, and for money.  Therefore, our dependence is not on marketing or fund-raising, but on importuning God for all our needs.
5. Our ministry culture is modeled after the family.

b. We believe in developing a family-like community for prayer, volunteering manpower and financial support. 

c. Our work environment is a professional but “family” atmosphere. We strive to help employees and volunteers keep their priorities in line and support their responsibilities to their families, while maintaining excellence and professionalism in their work.
